It's at the very core of Jesus' message, and tte aore of his sacrifice on the cross. His deatlthe cross is all
about forgiveness. And his life is all about usimgvour neighbor as ourselves, and forgiving ougimeor along
the way.

The thing is, it's really hard. It's even harddlk about. | actually find forgiveness is the toagtof all the
subjects to preach about. There are so many pitfadi many special and different circumstancesn&uwy
complications. But, really, Jesus' teaching onif@gess is actually quite simple: just do it.

A speaker at our diocesan convention this yeaeqightly stated that "church activity" does notessarily lead
to "spiritual growth." He also said that in a recgtudy one in four adults in the American chureti-glentity
themselves as "spiritually stalled." | actuallynthithat figure is wildly understated.

How to develop spiritually is a big question, ame d think we talk about frequently at St. Marksm many
different angles and perspectives. But, what'safribe greatest indicators of spiritual growth? HBibdity to
forgive.

I've been deeply troubled by the brutal executibtihe Coptic Christians at the hand of ISIS. Whabfed me in
the days immediately following their killing wasstatement by a Coptic bishop, in which the bishategorically
forgave the terrorists. Not if they gave themselwesNot if they repented. Not "if* anything. Hesjdorgave
them. Of course it immediately reminded me of Anfstgiving the gunman who terrorized a schoolhouse.

Archbishop Desmond Tutu and his daughter, Mphentyg wrote a book entitled "The Book of Forgiving"
which he says that not only should we endeavoorgive others, but that when we do we actually teeselves.
Ourselves.

I love St. Mark's. This is such a wonderful comntyioif loving, giving people. It's also a communatfy
forgiveness. Of mercy. Where things that aren't 'aosk somehow worked through and made "ok."

And, that is when we are at our best. And thathemwe look most like the community that Jesushiguand
lived for, and died for.

MARK'S FINANCE COMMISSION
Finance Report as of February 28, 2015
Represented below is a summary of St. Mark’s
operating income statement
February 2015, Year-to-Date

Actual Budget Variance
Pledges 40,612 53,170 (12,558)
All Other Donations 9.850 11,943 (_2,093)
Operating Income 50.462 65,113 (14,651)
Operating Expenses 70,938 68,830 2,108

Net Operating Income ($20,476) ($3,717) ($ 16,759)

Operating income for February is still behind the budget expectations.
Pledge expectations were exceeded for the month of February but after a
slow January, the Year-to- date position is now behind by (12,558) While
Plate donations and Building Use donations also exceeded the
expectations for the month, the Year-to-date position continues to be
under the budget expectation. Total Operating Income is ( 14,651)

Operating expenses for year-to date 2015 exceeded our budget by 2,108.
The Building Maintenance budget had some repair bills to the heating
system, and the Grounds Maintenance budget had snow removal bills,
which accounts for this difference.
